Dr. Adnan Alseidi is a gastrointestinal surgeon at University of California San Francisco (UCSF). He
also serves as vice chair for education in the Department of Surgery at  UCSF.

Dr. Alseidi earned his medical degree from the Pennsylvania State University College of Medicine.
He completed a residency in general surgery at the University of Illinois at Chicago. He completed a
fellowship in hepatobiliary, pancreatic, and advanced gastrointestinal surgery at Washington
University in St. Louis. He has a master's degree in surgical education from Southern Illinois

Dr. Alseidi's research focuses on surgical education, minimally invasive surgical techniques, and
methods to improve outcomes for patients with liver, pancreas, and biliary cancers.
